Medication and Illness Policy

At NEAT Fun Club we aim to ensure that there is a clear outline for parents with regard to medication and illness, this is to ensure that all children and staff are protected whilst at NEAT Fun Club.

Medication procedure

· When a child needs to have medication on the fun club premises, parents are required to ensure that their child has had the medication on a previous occasion. If the medication is new to the child, they must be kept off from the fun club for 24 hours, as some children may experience an allergic reaction.

· A medications must be handed to a member of staff, please do not leave any medication in your child’s bag. Even if it will not be administered with NEAT Fun Club. We will be happy to pass the medication to the school teacher.

· A medication form will need to be completed by the child’s parent/carer before we can administer any medication, this will require a signature from the parent consenting for NEAT Fun Club to administer the child with the medication.

· Medication that is frequently used will require an ongoing medication form, however the same procedure will apply, every time the child uses the medication the form will need to be completed.

· All prescribed medication must be in the original packaging, with the child’s name, dose to be administered and the expiry date clearly marked.

· All medication will be stored out of reach from the children. Either in the fridge or kitchen cupboard.

· On registration, parents are asked for prior consent for Calpol (paracetemol suspension) to be administered in an emergency ie, if a child has a high temperature. NEAT Fun Club will always try to contact parents by telephone to gain consent before giving calpol, however we will put the needs of the child first. If Calpol has been administered parents will be required to arrange for collection of their child. 

Illness procedure

All parents are required to inform NEAT Fun Cub if their child is absent from the fun club due to illness.

In some cases there is an exclusion period for some illnesses, the following are just some of the cases that will require exclusion;

· Sickness and diarrhoea

48 hours from last motion

· Chicken Pox



When all the spots have dried

· Impetigo



When the skin had healed or 48 hours after 




antibiotics have started

· Scabies



24 hours after treatment has started

· Conjunctivitis


When the eyes have stopped weeping and 




treatment has started

If a child becomes unwell during their time with NEAT Fun Club, we will ensure that they are relaxed and comfortable whilst we arrange for them to be collected. On registration parents are required to give emergency medical consent, this is for use if a child becomes seriously ill or has a serious accident whilst in our care. We will always try to ring the child’s parent/carer first. However the needs of the child are always paramount. We will in any incident inform parents at the earliest opportunity.
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
