No Smoking Policy 

NEAT Fun Club operates a strict no smoking policy to ensure that the health and wellbeing of all children, parents, staff and visitors to the club is at the forefront to all its policies and procedures.

The Health Act 2006 implemented new rules with effect from 1st July 2007, that all public places and workplaces became smoke-free in England. As NEAT Fun Club is situated within the grounds of a school this enforcement applies. With this in mind no person may smoke in the building or on the immediate grounds surrounding the building. 

All staff will be informed of this regulation and will not be able to smoke on the grounds of NEAT Fun Club during their hours of work or during break times. We ask that parents/carers also respect these regulations.

The welfare of the children at NEAT Fun Club is paramount at all times, and by working together to provide a smoke free environment we will be providing a healthier environment for all.

Staff will not be able to smoke in their uniforms or within 20 minutes of the hours f work. The disciplinary procedure will be enforced if staff members breach this requirement.
