School Closure Policy

In the event of school closure, NEAT fun club will do its best to provide full day care, fulfilling the needs of our working parents.
Greenways Primary School operates a text messaging service for parents informing them of school closure.  On receiving this message, parents are requested to contact NEAT fun club if they require full day care.  Parents will be charged an additional ‘top-up’ fee for this extra care which will not exceed the cost of a full day holiday club charge.  Children already registered with NEAT fun club will be given priority for full day care during school closure, if parents contact the club as requested.
Full day care WILL be provided by NEAT fun club within the following conditions:

· The heating has not been affected and meets Health and Safety regulations.

· The premises that fun club uses are safe and secure.

· There is still the provision of hot running water.

· There are enough staff to care for the children, in keeping with legal ratios.
Meals and drinks will be provided throughout the day.
In the case of bad weather, the school has a communication method called a snow line, informing school staff of closure.  NEAT fun club are added to this snow-line to ensure it is aware of a closure as soon as possible.  
If weather conditions deteriorate during the day, parents may be asked to collect their child from NEAT fun club earlier, to ensure all children, parents and staff are able to return home safely.

We ask that during the winter months, children are provided with adequate clothing and footwear for the weather conditions.
